What is this musician’s
birth date (month, day, and year)?

8) Click on the icon for World Geography & Culture Online. Under Select a Country, select Ukraine. Write
the description for Area Comparison (under At-A-Glance).

9) Click on the icon for ProQuest Central Student. Search for coronavirus. How many total results are there?

10) Click on the icon for Salem Online. Search for Angelman Syndrome. Open the article. What is this
disease also known as?
