 After discovering the body of fourteen-year-old Jawad Ali in Jackson Park, seventeen-year-old journalism student Safiya 
Mirza begins investigating his murder and ends up confronting white supremacy in her own high school. 
 
Alender, Katie   Famous Last Words 
 Willa has just moved to California with her mother and film director stepfather and will be attending a private school--but 
her real problem is that she keeps seeing things that are not really there, like a dead body in the swimming pool, and her visions may 
be connected to a serial killer that is stalking young girls in Hollywood. 
 
Alkaf, Hanna (editor)  The Grimoire of Grave Fates 
 A prestigious school for young magicians, the Galileo Academy for the Extraordinary is reinventing itself as a roaming 
academy in which students of all cultures and identities are celebrated-- and there are some who aren't so happy with the recent 
changes. Professor of Magical History Septimius Dropwort is one of them. When the professor's body is discovered on school grounds 
with a mysterious note clenched in his lifeless hand, the Academy's students must solve the murder themselves, because everyone is a 
suspect.

Anastasiu, Heather  Girl Last Seen 
 When YouTube sensation Kadence Mulligan disappears, her best friend and former singing partner Lauren comes under 
suspicion as everyone knows the two had a falling-out and Lauren was one of the last to see Kadence before she went missing. 
 
Armstrong, Kelley  Aftermath 
 In the aftermath of a school shooting, best friends Skye and Jesse uncover evidence that could clear Skye's brother's name, 
but someone wants the truth to stay buried. 
 
Arsenault, Emily  When the Girls Are Sleeping 
 When a disturbing video of her late ex-best friend surfaces, making it like look like she was murdered, Haley digs into what 
really happened and must solve this supernatural mystery before history has a chance to repeat itself. 
 
Barnes, Jennifer Lynn  The Inheritance Games (and sequels) 
 When a Connecticut teenager inherits vast wealth and an eccentric estate from the richest man in Texas, she must also live 
with his surviving family and solve a series of puzzles to discover how she earned her inheritance. 
 
Barnes, Jennifer Lynn  Little White Lies (and sequel) 
 An 18-year-old auto mechanic, raised by a down-on-her-luck single mom, allows her wealthy estranged grandmother to 
bribe her into becoming a Southern debutante in the hope of learning the identity of her father. 
 
Bernard, Romily  Find Me 
 When teen hacker and foster child Wick Tate finds a dead classmate's diary on her front step, with a note reading "Find me," 
she sets off on a perverse game of hide-and-seek to catch the killer. 
 
Black, Teri Bailey  Choosing Starlight 
 1938. The Golden Age of Hollywood. Palm trees and movie stars. Film studios pumping out musicals and gangster films at a furious pace. 
Everyone wants to be a star except society girl and aspiring astronomer Kate Hildebrand. She's already famous after a childhood tragedy turned her 
into a newspaper headline. What she craves now is stability. But when Kate has to move to Hollywood to live with her washed-up silent film star 
grandfather, she walks into a murder scene and finds herself on the front page again. She suspects one of the young men boarding in her 
grandfather's run-down mansion is the killer--or maybe even her grandfather. Kate must discover the killer while working on the set of a musical--
and falling in love.

The Carlson family is slaughtered in their Minnesota 
farmhouse, and the case gets its first lead. Marie Catherine Hale is found at the scene.  She is covered in blood from head to toe. At 
first she is mistaken for a survivor... but not a drop of the blood is hers. Michael Jensen, son of the local sheriff, yearning to become a 
journalist, never imagined that the biggest story in the country would fall into his lap. He is pulled into the investigation when Marie 
decides that he is the only one she will confess to. As she recounts her version of the story, it falls to Michael to find the truth. 
 
Block, Sandra   Girl Overboard 
 When Izzy meets Jade on a cruise to Bermuda, her new daredevil friend turns Izzy's boring family vacation into the trip of a 
lifetime—until she goes missing.

 Daunis, who is part Ojibwe, defers attending the University of Michigan to care for her mother and reluctantly becomes 
involved in the investigation of a series of drug-related deaths. 
 
Brooks, Nick   Promise Boys 
 The Urban Promise Prep School vows to turn boys into men. As students, J.B., Ramón, and Trey are forced to follow the 
prestigious program's strict rules. Extreme discipline, they've been told, is what it takes to be college bound, to avoid the fates of many 
men in their neighborhoods. This, the Principal Moore Method, supposedly saves lives. When Moore ends up murdered, the trio 
emerges as the case's prime suspects. All three maintain their innocence, and they band together to track down the real killer before 
they are arrested. But is the true culprit hiding among them?  
 
Brown, Savannah  Missing 
 Singer Roxy Raines vanished from the tiny resort of Sandown thirty years ago, and now seventeen-year-old Mona Perry is on 
the hunt for answers.

Capin, Hannah   I Am Margaret Moore 
 A year ago at the elite Marshall Summer Naval School, Margaret Moore presumably drowned herself from heartbreak.  This 
summer the remaining girls from Deck Five will ensure that the truth is heard. 
 
Cardinal, Ana Davila  Five Midnights 
 When Lupe Dávila arrives in Puerto Rico for the summer, she'll be staying with her uncle, the local police chief. Javier 
Utierre's friends are dying in a series of grisly murders. Is it the el Cuco -- or someone human? Working together, Lupe and Javier 
will have to step into the shadows to see what's lurking there: murderer or monster? 
 
Cavallaro, Brittany  A Study in Charlotte (and sequels) 
 Descendants of Sherlock Holmes and Dr. Watson, Charlotte and Jamie, students at a Connecticut boarding school, team up 
to solve a murder mystery. 
 
Christie, Agatha  
 Various titles from this classic mystery writer. 
 
Clement-Moore, Rosemary Texas Gothic 
 Seventeen-year-old Amy Goodnight has long been the one who makes her family of witches seem somewhat normal to others, 
but while spending a summer with her sister caring for their aunt's farm, Amy becomes the center of weirdness when she becomes tied 
to a powerful ghost. 
 
 
 



Coben, Harlan   Shelter (and sequels) 
 After Mickey witnesses his father's death and his mother's admission into rehab, he is sent to live with his estranged uncle 
and must change high schools.  When Mickey's new girlfriend, Ashley, suddenly disappears, however, Mickey refuses to let another 
person walk out of his life and follows clues that reveal truths about both Ashley and Mickey's father.  
 
Condie, Ally   The Only Girl in Town 
 When teen July Fielding discovers everyone in her hometown has disappeared, her only chance to unravel the mystery is a 
series of objects, each a reminder of the people she loved most. 
 
Contos, Andrea   Tell Me No Lies 
 Teenage sisters Nora and Sophie's bond is tested when Sophie's boyfriend Garrett goes missing after a party, and Nora, 
possibly the last person to see him, becomes the primary suspect. 
 
Cook, Eileen   With Malice 
 Eighteen-year-old Jill Charron wakes up in a hospital with amnesia and unable to remember the past six weeks, including 
the accident that killed her best friend—if it was, in fact, an accident. 
 
Cormier, Robert   The Rag and Bone Shop 
 Trent, an ace interrogator from Vermont, works to procure a confession from an introverted twelve-year-old accused of 
murdering his seven-year-old friend in Monument, Massachusetts. 
 
Cornwell, Patricia  The Body Farm 
 Dr. Kay Scarpetta travels to North Carolina to investigate the murder of an eleven-year-old girl, but the evidence does not 
add up.  She must conduct a gruesome experiment at a remote research facility known as the Body Farm to find the answers. 
 
Dawn, Sasha   Splinter 
 Sami's mother disappeared ten years ago, and the police have always suspected that Sami's father killed her. But they've 
never had any convincing evidence  .  . . until now. Sami's sure her father's innocent. Or is she? 
 
de la Cruz, Melissa  Going Dark 
 Amelia Ashley shares everything with her followers--even her European trip-of-a-lifetime with her hot boyfriend. Josh Reuter 
had no choice but to return home without Amelia after she abandoned him in Rome. He has no clue where she went--or how her blood 
got in her suitcase. To hacker Harper Delgado, Amelia is just another missing white girl whipping up a media frenzy. Her 
disappearance has captured the world's attention--what comes next?

 When four Mexican-American teenagers from Houston travel to Diamond Park to buy a 1959 Chevy Impala from Magaña's 
godfather, something goes very wrong, and one of them, Susi, ends up arrested for murder. Convinced that the real killer is a drug 
trafficker called Anaconda, Flaco and Magaña head to Mexico hunting for him to clear Susi's name--but in the process of kidnapping 
Anaconda, Flaco discovers how little he understands about what really happened in Diamond Park.   
 
Donnelly, Jennifer  These Shallow Graves 
 Jo Montfort is beautiful and rich, and soon (like all the girls in her class) she’ll graduate from finishing school and be 
married off to a wealthy bachelor--which is the last thing she wants. Jo dreams of becoming a writer—a newspaper reporter. Wild 
aspirations aside, Jo’s life seems perfect until tragedy strikes: her father is found dead. The story is that Charles Montfort shot himself 
while cleaning his revolver, but the more Jo hears about her father’s death, the more something feels wrong.  
 
Doyle, Carrie   The Murder Game 
 When someone attempts to frame his best friend for murder at St. Benedict's boarding school, junior Luke Chase starts 
investigating on his own and discovers multiple suspects with dark secrets in their pasts. 
 
Ellis, A. M.   Perfect Score 
 Opening up her own investigation into the murder of her beloved guidance counselor, aspiring PI Jolene Kelley uncovers a 
scandal brewing at North Shore Prep that reveals a slew of suspects and places her life in grave danger.

 When a hunting accident claims a boy's life, his best friends all come under suspicion. 
 
Emill, Jumata   The Black Queen 
 When Nova, Lovett High School's first black homecoming queen, is murdered the night of her coronation, her best friend, 
Duchess, finds an unlikely ally in her search for the killer--her prime suspect, Tinsley, the white rival nominee for queen. 
 
Fredericks, Mariah  The Girl in the Park 
 When a teenaged girl with a bad reputation is murdered in New York City's Central Park after a party, her childhood friend 
is determined to solve the mystery of who caused her death. 
 
French, Gillian   The Lies They Tell 
 Everyone in Tenney’s Harbor knows about the Garrison tragedy—how an unexplained fire ravaged their house, killing four 
of the five family members—but what people don’t know is who did it. All fingers point at Pearl Haskins’ father, who was the 
caretaker of the property, but Pearl just doesn’t believe it. Leave it to a town of rich people to blame “the help.” 
 
Galloway, Gregory  As Simple As Snow 
 The narrator, an average high-school boy, meets and falls in love with an extraordinary, spooky girl, Anna, a Goth 
fascinated with mysteries, codes, ciphers, and ghost stories.  Her self-imposed project is writing obituaries of everyone in their small 
town. When she finishes, she vanishes. Did she run away? Did she commit suicide? Was she murdered? 

 
Giles, Lamar   Overturned 
 Nikki Tate's father has been on death row for killing his best friend in a gambling dispute, but he has always maintained his 
innocence. Now his conviction has been overturned and he is back at the casino, where high school junior Nikki has been operating 
illegal poker games in the hopes of saving enough money to get out of Vegas after graduation--and now he is determined to find the 
real killer. Nikki is inevitably drawn into his dangerous search for the truth. 
 
Glasgow, Kathleen  The Agathas 
 Alice Ogilvie's disappearance last summer is the biggest scandal at Castle Cove High School--until her ex-boyfriend is 
accused of murdering his new girlfriend, and Alice must pair up with her tutor Iris Adams to clear his name by relying on the wisdom 
of Agatha Christie. 
 
Grace, C. L.   The Merchant of Death 
 When Sir Reginald Erpingham dies inside a locked tavern room in Canterbury during the 15th century, Kathryn Swinbrooke 
and Colum Murtagh discover that many people had reasons to kill him. 

 
Green, John   Paper Towns 
 One month before graduating from his Central Florida high school, Quentin "Q" Jacobsen basks in the predictable 
boringness of his life until the beautiful and exciting Margo Roth Spiegelman, Q's neighbor and classmate, takes him on a midnight 
adventure and then mysteriously disappears. 
 
Haddon, Mark   The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-Time 
 Despite his overwhelming fear of interacting with people, Christopher, a mathematically-gifted, autistic fifteen-year-old boy, 
decides to investigate the murder of a neighbor's dog and uncovers secret information about his mother. 
 
 



Hall, Maggie   The Conspiracy of Us (and sequels) 
 When sixteen-year-old Avery West learns her family is part of a powerful and dangerous secret society and that her own life 
is in danger, she must follow a trail of clues across Europe. 
 
Hammett, Dashiell  The Maltese Falcon 
 After the death of his partner, private eye Sam Spade is dragged into a quest for a priceless statuette. 
 
Harrington, K. A.  Forget Me 
 In a town suffering after the major employer closed under a cloud of scandal, Morgan and her friends uncover a mystery as 
they try to learn if her supposedly dead boyfriend is living nearby under a different name. 
 
Harrison, Margot  Only She Came Back 
 On July 28 at 6:30 p.m., Kiri Dunsmore walks out of the desert wearing her boyfriend's sweatshirt, covered in his blood. 
Dazed and on the verge of unconsciousness, she tells a cashier that he's still out there and most likely dead. The disappearance of 
Callum Massey, a 'survival guru' with hundreds of thousands of YouTube followers, rocks the nation--and Kiri is a prime suspect. 
Back in Kiri's hometown, true-crime fanatic Sam is hooked on the case--especially now that she recognizes the suspect as the shy girl 
from high school. Although they didn't know each other well, that doesn't stop Sam from reaching out to befriend her old classmate.

 When seventeen-year-old Piper Gray starts a true crime podcast investigating a seventeen-year-old murder cold case, she 
puts her life in danger as she digs deep into the mysteries of the past. 
 
Henry, April   The Girl I Used to Be 
 Olivia Reinhart (born Ariel Benson) always believed her father murdered her mother, stabbing her 19 times before driving 
Olivia to a Walmart and vanishing.  Fourteen years later the cops come knocking, and it isn't the news she expects. Olivia's father 
hasn't been on the run; his body has been found only about a mile from where her mother's body had previously been discovered. They 
were both murdered that day.  Olivia was the only survivor—the only witness.  
 
Henry, April   The Girl in the White Van 
 Savannah disappears soon after arguing with her mom's boyfriend, and everyone assumes she ran away. The truth is that 
she's been kidnapped by a man in a white van who locks her in an old trailer home, far from prying eyes. And worse yet, Savannah is 
not alone. Ten months earlier, Jenny met the same fate and nearly died trying to escape. As the two girls wonder if he will hold them 
captive forever or kill them, they must join forces to break out-- even if it means they die trying.  
 
Henry, Katie   Gideon Green in Black and White 
 Gideon's short-lived run as a locally famous boy detective ended when middle school started, and everyone else moved on. 
Now he's sixteen and officially retired—that is, until Lily shows up suddenly at Gideon's door, needing his help.  As a cover, Gideon 
joins Lily on the school paper. Surprisingly, he finds himself warming up to the welcoming, close-knit staff—especially Tess, the cute, 
witty editor-in-chief.

 Seventeen-year-old Christmas Miller is looking forward to a summer of sunbathing and waterskiing at her home in Sweet 
Lake with Lexi, the one friend who gets her completely, ADHD and all. But the day of Lexi's arrival, the girls discover another friend, 
Lemy, floating face down in the lake.  Christmas is determined to find out who attacked Lemy, even if it means she must confront her 
own mother's possible involvement in the crime. 
 
Hoy-Kenny, Marie  The Girls from Hush Cabin 
 Calista, Zoe, Holly, and Denise were inseparable best friends when they spent their summers together at sleepaway camp. 
Years later, reunited at their beloved camp counselor Violet's funeral, the four former best friends quickly realize how much they've 
changed over the years.

But her loyalty is tested when he becomes the prime suspect, and Seol may be the 
only one capable of discovering what truly happened on the night of the murder. In a land where silence and obedience are valued 
above all else, curiosity can be deadly. 
 
Ichaso, Chelsea   The Summer She Went Missing 
 One year after her best friend, Audrey, went missing, Paige enters a world far darker than she ever could have imagined to 
find the truth after discovering a burner phone hidden in Audrey's old room that links her disappearance to that of another girl. 
 
Jackson, Holly   A Good Girl’s Guide to Murder (and sequels) 
 As her senior capstone project, Pippa Fitz-Amobi is determined to find the real killer in a closed, local murder case—but not 
everyone wants her meddling in the past. 
 
Jackson, Holly    The Reappearance of Rachel Price 
 Eighteen-year-old Bel reluctantly participates in a true crime documentary about her mother Rachel's disappearance sixteen 
years ago—but when Rachel returns seemingly from the dead, skeptical Bel intends to uncover why.

 In 1930s Los Angeles Chinatown, the Chow sisters, May, Gemma, and Peony, suspect foul play in the death of Chinatown 
star Lulu Wong and take it upon themselves to solve the murder, revealing a conspiracy that threatens their Chinatown neighborhood.

 After a bizarre accident, Amelia wakes up in the body of her social media darling rival, Sophie, and she is forced to figure 
out what happened and how it ties to her mother's mysterious past before she can switch back.
